Applicants must submit a
list of service hours completed and one contact person to verify hours if needed.

e Must list involvement in extracurricular activities, honor societies, professional organizations, etc.

e Demonstrated leadership through involvement in multiple school, workplace, and/or community
activities. List years of contribution and leadership positions held.

e Applicants must provide two letters of recommendation of their choice.

e Complete a 500-word essay that is typed, double-spaced, and with a 12-point font in Times New
Roman.

o A brief introduction of who you are to the selection committee.

e A brief reflection on how you have demonstrated values of compassion and caring through
service to others (i.e., community and volunteer work, work/life experience, etc.).

e A brief description of the challenges you have faced as a first-generation student and how you
plan to impact your community positively as a healthcare professional.

e Must maintain a 3.0 GPA each semester, be continuously enrolled as a full-time student, and be in
good academic and behavioral standing to continue receiving the scholarship.
